Classroom Expectations for Students

  I. Behavior

4.The 4th unexcused absence to class results in an automatic



   detention as per the handbook policy.

III. Educational Materials


Students are responsible for the proper care of all educational materials


which they use in this class.



1.Willful misuse of any lab equipment or supplies means a detention.



2.Supplies or equipment taken without permission, or damaged, will



   be replaced by the student, or further action will be taken.



3.No textbook, reference book, or any type of supplies shall be taken



   from the classroom without being checked-out by the teacher.

 IV. Classroom Participation


Students are responsible for participation in classroom activities, and for


completing all assigned work.



1.Students must come to class prepared for the day, which means a 


   writing utensil, notebook, homework, and lesson materials.



2.Students are expected to stay on task during lab work, and to



   participate in class discussions.



3.Students are expected to clean up work areas at the end of the



   class period.

 V. Classroom Rules


1.Students are responsible for the following:



A.Keeping a 1-1/2 inch 3 ring binder for notes and lab paperwork.



   This notebook will be needed to study for the final exam.



B.Managing projects or foods labs, and, completing



   and turning in paperwork involved with being the manager.



C.Keeping track of all their supplies. School supplies and student



   supplies should be in their proper places before students leave.


2.Students will be on task at all times during class.


3.NO FOOD OR DRINKS will be allowed in the classroom.  NO cell phones!


4.Students may not leave the room for any reason without the teacher’s


   permission. Doing so will be considered a class cut.
